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SYMBOLISM
Oriental blue and silver gray are the colors traditionally associated with military intelligence units.  The three sections of the background refer to the three types of intelligence:  human intelligence (HUMINT), signals intelligence (SIGINT), imagery intelligence (IMINT).  The blue stripe bordered by the two gray stripes suggest the Panama Canal, referring to the "collection and funneling" of information and alluding to the unit's former location.  The griffin, a mythological creature of vigilance and strength, a guardian of gold, symbolizes the unit's mission.  Black represents the secrecy of operations.
